What is RAC?
The Recognition of Acquired Competencies (RAC)
is a process that identifi es your current competencies and 
determines any missing education or training components  
you need, thereby accelerating or giving you direct access 
to a diploma.

Is RAC for you?
• Have you had a variety of learning experiences in your life?

• Have you been involved in volunteer activities?

• Do you have years of experience in one fi eld?

• Are you motivated to update your skills?

• Do you take on new roles and responsibilities at work or

 in your community?

If you answered “yes” to most of these questions, RAC may be for you.



With the help of an adviser from your 
local school board, you will go through 
the following process.

How do you get started?

“After a year at CEGEP, I didn’t know what I wanted 
to do. After speaking to an academic counsellor, 
I’m ready to put my experience working part-time 
in a lab to work for me. I’m doing the RAC process 
so that I can get my diploma faster and start the 
career I know I want.”
